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Open-Ended Questioning
Objective: Learn how to ask open-ended questions to encourage deeper thinking and better conversations.
What Are Open-Ended Questions?
Open-ended questions are questions that cannot be answered with just “yes” or “no.”
They usually begin with words like:
• What
• Why
• How
• Tell me about
• Describe
These questions help people share more information, express opinions, and explain their thinking.
Examples

	Open-Ended Question

	Do you like pizza?
	What do you like most about pizza?

	Did you read the book?
	What was your favorite part of the book?

	Is math hard?
	Why do you think math is challenging for some people?
